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We have one overarching message which can be repeated in all messages. It is short and catchy and can be used like a slogan on different materials: Child sexual exploitation: there are no innocent bystanders. Silence is acceptance. 
Key Messages
1. When someone looks at child pornography, they are not just looking, they are exploiting. There are no innocent bystanders.
2. Sexual Exploitation happens everywhere - at school, home, work, in communities and on our computers. Silence is acceptance.
3. A child can be exploited by anyone….a teacher, parent, religious leader, employer, peer or pornographer. 
4. Children around the world are not just victims of sexual exploitation…they are part of the solution. We all need to listen to young people and recognize their active role in fighting exploitation.
5. Families are the first line of defense for children and they need to be given the tools to protect their children from sexual exploitation. 
6. Men and boys need to be part of the solution to ending the sexual exploitation of children. When demand stops, so can the violations.

7. Sexual abuse, violence and neglect of children can all lead to sexual exploitation. We can stop it anywhere along the way. Silence is acceptance.
8. Some industries profit from the sexual exploitation of children; some simply turn a blind eye; some don’t ask so they don’t know; yet others stand up and refuse to allow SEC to be part of their business. Which are you?

9. Budgets are clear evidence of political will on any given issue. Actions to eliminate the sexual abuse and exploitation of children can only be taken when budgets are created to fund them.
10. In some cases governments do not know how big the problem of sexual exploitation is in their countries.  Governments need to invest in assessing the problem. Only things that are measured are budgeted and planned for…without knowing there can be no action. Silence is acceptance.
