UC Santa Cruz Application Addendum for Documentary Projects

Creative Treatment & Work Sample

Your statement of purpose should include a sample of documentary work and a 2-page creative treatment with the information below.  The detailed treatment should allow the reader to imagine and/or visualize the documentary, and should be descriptive  of the story, the people, the setting, style, structure and voice.

1) List essential project details including medium (such as photo, video, audio, new media, etc.); length and format or number and scale of photos; location(s) in which the field work is conducted and/or the story takes place; and any companion components such as a study guide, website, CD-ROM or DVD.

2) Explain the current status of development of the project.

3) Explain the story or narrative elements of the documentary, and show how the intellectual content and analysis will be presented.

4) Provide a character sketch of the central subjects in your documentary, or your plans for accessing subjects during your fieldwork.

5) Illustrate the creative approach or style of the documentary and discuss your ideas on its possible structure, voice and point-of-view. Try to account for your aesthetic choices as a part of your conscious strategy for the documentary's intention, goals, and projected reception
1) Describe the various elements you will use in the documentary, such as audio or visual materials, historical documents, and interviews. If interviews are central to the documentary (such as experts and scholars, witnesses to an event, and the like), you should indicate whether their participation is confirmed or pending.  If fictionalized devices or reenactments are planned, explain how they will be produced and to what extent they will be used.

2) Submit a sample of your documentary work.  Please follow the instructions below for your particular medium:
Photo Sample Work

1) CD or DVD with 15–20 images.

2) Caption list for photographs

3) Please number the images and provide a numbered list which includes: the title of the work; medium; dimensions of the actual object; and date created. Images should be saved in a high quality JPEG format, 96 dpi, and saved at no more than seven inches (or 672 pixels) in length.

Radio Sample Work

Submit one (1) CD-ROM or DVD of your work, cued for at least 10 minutes of listening, that best represents your talents and skills. If possible, submit a sample that is similar in content, genre and form to the proposed project. Label the sample(s) with the title(s), running time, year produced and producer(s) name(s). 

Video Sample Work

Your video sample work must be submitted on DVD format.  Indicate a cue point for at least 10 minutes of viewing. If possible, previous work should be relevant to the proposed project in content, genre and/or form. Label the sample(s) with the title(s), running time, year produced and producer(s) name(s). 

Digital Sample Work
Provide a prototype of the digital component of your project, which demonstrates its proposed content, and the types of images, sounds, text, and modes of interactivity you plan to use. For the prototype, you may use storyboards, flow charts, URLs for websites, CD-ROMs, or DVDs, or other technology-based formats such as GPS-configured multi-locational works.  New media projects should also include the following information:

- Specify the platform on which the sample component is designed to operate and double-check that all hardware, software, preferred browsers and plug-ins are compatible and/or available in the department

- Indicate if all or parts of the material must be installed on our hard drive for viewing. If so, send installation instructions

- Test your sample work ahead of time to make sure we will be able to access it.
